In January 2004,  MultiMedia Schools changed its name to MultiMedia & Internet@School.   According to the web-site,
http://www.infotoday.com/MMSchools/default.shtml,

the new title “more accurately reflects the in-depth coverage of all aspects of technology for which this magazine has long been applauded”. 

In his welcome message, the editor describes this magazine as “a practical, ‘how-to’ magazine written by and for K-12 library media specialists and their educator colleagues in schools.”  According to the editor, the mission of this magazine is “to report on, review, and discuss a wide array of electronic multiple media”, to include “Internet resources, online databases, CD-ROMs and videodiscs, educational software, and the tools to make the technology work: computers, modems, printers, and other assorted hardware.  

After reviewing the sample issue, I believe the editor’s claim, that  “A major emphasis is placed on integrating technology into the curriculum.”   One feature of the magazine I thought particularly useful is “Titlewatch”, which lists recently-released educational software and electronic media products that relate to the K-12 curriculum.

Multi-media and Internet@Schools began publication in May 1994. It is currently published six times during the school year: September, October, November, January, March, and May.  Subscription rate is $39.95/year.  Sample articles and editorials can be accessed through the web-site listed above.
