Materials will be consistent with the stated mission, vision and goals of the school district and of our school.

Materials will support the prescribed curriculum and learning objectives. The major emphasis of collection development is to provide materials to meet curricular needs and enrich the curriculum.

Materials will be appropriate for the developmental level of intended users. Materials purchased for student use will be suitable for the age, social and emotional development of the students for whom the materials are intended.

Materials will be accurate and meet high standards of quality in factual content and presentation. 

Materials will be assessed for clarity and currency of information relative to content and purpose.

Physical format, medium and appearance will suit the intended use and meet high standards of quality. 

Materials will have a high degree of user appeal.

A variety of physical formats will be made available in subject areas to meet the needs and learning styles of a diverse student population. 

Materials will have informational, literary, aesthetic, social or historic value. 

Materials may be chosen to promote reading for pleasure and lifelong learning.

Materials will be produced by competent and qualified authors, publishers or producers.

	Quick and Dirty Bibliography


Teachers often approach the media specialist with an immediate request for “all the materials” on a subject. Using a curriculum map, a media specialist can predict what topics will be requested and she can have information prepared in advance.  An easy and effective way to help the teaching staff is to have a catalog listing ready that includes all materials under that specific heading, listed by category.  Better yet, we agreed that this would be a “teachable moment” by showing the teacher how to access this same list, what keywords to use, and how to print the list for her own files.  This would be a good time to ask if a link to related websites should be put on the media center website for her future use.  If the teacher insists that she doesn’t have time to collaborate, the media specialist would search the catalogue by the keywords “immigration and emigration”, print out the list, and put it in the teacher’s mailbox.

	Group Reflection


Candidates facilitate access to information in print, non-print, and electronic formats.

After discussing what a teacher would need to prepare for teaching this unit, we decided to split up the categories and cull the best from several locations.  Along with a solid selection of books and videos, we felt that using websites and online lesson plan builders would be helpful to teachers.

Candidates incorporate technology to promote efficient and equitable access to information beyond print resources.

In order to find these materials, we had to become familiar with the searching capabilities of the Bound to Stay Bound website, the Library Video website, Gwinnett County Public Library website and Follett’s website.  This enabled us to find the most appropriate materials for this list.  We discussed how we might instruct a teacher to navigate our online catalog and print a quick list if she was curious to do it herself.  

Candidates demonstrate the potential for establishing connections to the other libraries and the larger library community for resource sharing, networking, and procedures.

It was necessary to look at other collections beyond the Bound to Stay Bound website to find additional materials.  We searched and became familiar with the Gwinnett County Public Library, Dekalb County Public Library, Novelist, Amazon and Pines websites.

Candidates organize the library media facility and its collections – print, nonprint, and electronic – according to standard accepted practice.

We used SEARS subject headings in our summaries.  This information would be helpful to a teacher if she wanted to search in other or related categories.

Candidates collaborate with teachers and administrators to develop a library media program plan that aligns resources, services and information literacy standards with the school’s goals and objectives.

Given enough time, we agreed this would be a wonderful service to our teachers.  However, if we do not have time to put something like this together, we would either print a quick catalog list for a subject, or offer to show the teacher how to do it herself.  This is a perfect time to suggest a research project in the media center. If the teacher feels it would be helpful, we would offer to put a link on the media center page to jumpstart the lesson.    
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
