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Gr 4 Up - This appealing and award-winning site is sub-titled “A Learning Center for Young Astronomers.”  Students can access information on our Solar System, the Universe, and “Space Stuff”, such as the history of space travel.   Colorful graphics and photographs accompany short, detailed paragraphs on each subject.  Each Section has interactive links where students can play games and solve puzzles.  There are two levels available: Level 1 is suitable for higher elementary grades, and Level 2 would appeal to middle-schoolers.  On every page, the user has the option to click on the alternate level.  Students 14 years and up can access a separate web-site, “Imagine the Universe”, from StarChild’s main page.  There is also a teachers section, with lesson plans and activities for each level, and there is a list of hyper-links to many other Astronomy-related web-sites.
